Project 
 Log on to your LinkedIn profile  

 
 Add Projects to your profile (detailed instructions are available online 

http://blog.linkedin.com/2011/07/15/student-profile-sections/) 
 
 In the Name field, use the official name of your local challenge: for example, “CFA Institute Research Challenge 

hosted by CFA Bahrain” or “CFA Institute Research Challenge in India.” 
 
 Choose “Student at [university name]” in the Occupation drop down menu. You must associate this project with 

your time at a university rather than a company.  
 
 Add your team members (optional).  

 
 In the Project URL field, you can link to your report/presentation, the local host’s website, an article about your 

local challenge, or any other multimedia from the competition. 
 
 In the Time Period field, indicate the time you began and the time you concluded participation in the CFA 

Institute Research Challenge.  
 
 In the Description field, you may describe your written report and presentation or the competition in general.

 In the Name field, use “winner” and the official name of the level of competition:  

 
Winner of the CFA Institute Research Challenge hosted by [local host name] 2012 
Winner of the CFA Institute Research Challenge EMEA Regional 2012 
Winner of the CFA Institute Research Challenge Global Final 2012 

 
 In the Issuer field,  

for local-level winners, indicate the name of your local host. 
for regional and global winners, use CFA Institute. 

 
 Choose “Student at [university name]” in the Occupation drop down menu. You must associate this project with 

your time at a university rather than a company.  
 
 In the Date field, indicate the month and year in which you won your local/regional/global competition.
